Some of our current Year 6 children received ‘Anti-Bullying Ambassadors’ training from ‘The Diana Award’s Anti-Bullying Campaign. This Anti-Bullying Ambassadors programme will help our Year 6 pupils lead on Anti-Bullying campaigns at Burnside. 

Prior to the training Year 6 children had to put forward a letter of application before being appointed as an Ambassador. In this letter they clearly demonstrated as being exceptionally good role models for their friendliness, kindness and displaying good behaviour in and around school at all times.

Our Anti- Bullying Ambassadors are totally committed to creating an environment where all will feel happy, safe and supported. The availability of Ambassadors at Burnside ensures that there are other people in our learning environment, that are to be trusted and can help our children to experience an enjoyable time at school. 

The Ambassadors can be seen wearing an Anti-Bullying badge on their school uniform supporting children throughout the school with a number of things. This can include: supporting children with their worries, helping children with friendships, encouraging children to play and other issues that may arise that they may be able to help with.

Our Ambassadors will organise special events to raise the profile and the importance of anti-bullying and will help organise activities to celebrate National Anti-Bullying Week. They will organise a poster competition, carry out a survey, show and share how simple acts of kindness can be carried out and display ways in which children can be tolerant. They will also help children with friendship issues. The Ambassadors will also lead assemblies and will report to the whole school during special events throughout the year.
