Throughout the summer term, the PE lead attended a partnership planning day where they were able to reflect on the positives and negatives within  the area of PE this academic year. This provided a way to create an action plan for the upcoming year and recognise areas for improvement.

Y5 Skipping Programme – in school delivery of Skipping Workshop, personal challenges and virtual inter-school class competition.  Face-to-face team competition. Children provided with individual skipping ropes 
	

During the Autumn term, Y3 attended a Hoopstarz workshop where they were asked to record their personal best. Over the term they practiced to try and improve this amount. This created a sense of self-motivation for the children as they had to beat their own scores in order to be successful. This also had a positive effect on the other children on the playground as they were curious and wanted to join in with their practice sessions.

Throughout the Spring term, Y5 took part in a skipping programme where they learnt a variety of skipping techniques that they had to practice. The workshop focused on developing their self-motivation and resilience. This is another activity that had a positive effect on the playground as children saw the Y5’s participating and wanted to join in with their practice.


	

Children thoroughly enjoyed the workshop from the Hoopstarz and the skipping. They loved being able to share their knowledge with the other children. Children will be able to use their skills of self-motivation and apply this to other areas.

The introduction of the Moki bands has been a huge success within the school. They were trialled in Years 3-6 and tracked the amount of activity children were doing throughout the school day. This then allowed specific classes to be targeted for future events. The impact that this had on the year 6’s was incredible. They improved their overall activity levels by an average of 10-15 minutes per day. As a result of the inter-school competition, Burnside finished at the top of the leader board and was the most active school in the Cramlington area.
During Spring 2, Burnside took part in a Sustran’s Big Walk and Wheel. Over the two weeks children were encouraged to walk, scoot or cycle to school. The children recorded each day how they came to school and this showed that the overall number of children that had walked or attempted to walk either to or from school had improved. 

The use of the Moki bands has worked well whilst promoting active lessons and showing the impact that is has on the overall cognitive function and levels of physical activity. Moki bands were used to show the impact of active lessons throughout the school day and as a result children said that they could concentrate better and some of the kinaesthetic learners said they thoroughly enjoyed it.


Teachers have used active breaks to practice developing their skills for both the Hoopstarz and the Skipping projects. This has allowed the children to practice and improve their scores- giving them the opportunity to work hard and motivate themselves to achieve higher than their baseline. 
	
The Moki bands can continue to be used in the following year. As a competition has been established, an excitement around activity can continue.


Children have established routes to/from school and have been educated on the benefits walking to school has on their health and the environment.

This has shown staff the benefit of using active lessons as a way to teach a lesson whilst promoting the benefit that this also has on their health.

All of the children improved their original baseline score, this showed that because they were given these opportunities to practice, they were able to improve their motivation and resilience to do better which are skills that can be transferred into other areas of life.

After collaborating with the school council and School Sports Organising Crew, we were able to discuss the areas of PE within school that are working well, things they enjoyed and things they would like to change. They provided useful suggestions that could improve PE such as equipment to be used at lunchtimes as well as the sports library.

	
Children improved their communication skills and were able to share their pupil voice. The equipment was a success and the sports leaders took ownership of the equipment and looked after it well.

	
Use Sports Leaders to increase physical activity levels in the playground
	
Train and deploy School Sport Organising Crew to engage less active children in playground activity.  

	A group of 12 Y6 children was selected to be involved in the School Sports Organising Crew. They attended a training session where they were shown a range of different ideas that they could implement themselves. Since then the children have created a variety of easy games that younger children can participate in. This has improved their leadership skills as well as increased the activity levels on the playground.

	
The Y6 children have grown in confidence and have demonstrated a sense of leadership and responsibility. This has also provided the younger year groups with a sense of excitement around sports that they could participate in when they are also in Year 6.

	Children in Year 6 completed the First Aid training in the same term that they were learning about the body. This created a great way to engage them about how the body works and how to look after our bodies.

Children in Year 6 attended a STEM workshop at Newcastle Eagles and were shown the different areas of the sporting industry. They were invited to look at the behind the scenes science that goes into sports such as basketball. The children thoroughly enjoyed this and said they wanted to learn more. This was extremely inspirational for the children.



The children in Y6 visited St. James’ Park for a tour around the stadium. They thoroughly enjoyed and access all areas visit and were inspired by what they saw and learned throughout the day.

Pupils have enjoyed the opportunity to try new activities this year.  They have been engaged in activities which have led to increased levels of physical activity – especially the Y5 skipping where it was clearly evident in the playground and the improvements seen that pupils were skipping at times other than their PE lesson.  The skipping and hooping activities both had an impact on other year groups – eg Y2 also did hooping in their PE lessons with impressive improvements seen, and Y2 and Y3 are still excited when they get the opportunity to get the hoops out.

Sports Leaders were provided the opportunity to lead a number of festivals this year. This has provided a new experience for them as they were responsible for instructing the children and ensuring that they were completing the tasks properly.  This was not only inspiring for the younger children but also boosted the confidence of the Year 6’s.

The Multiskills Challenge was used within Year 4 PE lessons to develop fundamental skills and competition for all pupils. The class averages were taken which encouraged the children to get the best possible scores. 4MW were the area winners of the Y4 Multiskills challenge and represented our area in the county finals. As a result of this, the children were extremely proud of their own achievements and felt a sense of teamwork within the class.
10 of the year 4’s took part in the Quadkids athletic competition. This motivated the children in their PE lessons to try their hardest so that they could be selected to represent the school. The children that were selected worked hard, showed excellent team spirit and motivated other schools to do their best.

Because there were several different types of competition (personal best, inter-class, inter-school), the Y5 pupils were motivated and engaged by the competitive side of the Y5 skipping programme. Both classes saw big improvements and were as enthusiastic about skipping at the end of the programme as they were at the start.  Children were given opportunity to reflect and share personal improvements that they were proud of, and 5D won the “most improved class” trophy in the inter-school competition and 5K won best class in Cramlington.
	
The children were absolutely ecstatic about their victory and couldn’t wait to share the news with the rest of the school. They continued to skip on the yard after the competition had passed.

Many of these Year 5 and 6 girls play football in the community and enjoyed the opportunity to come together to represent their school.  They showed excellent resilience and self-belief, not giving up when initially they didn’t win their matches.  They progressed through to the finals, and came first in the overall competition. The girls were really proud of their achievement and keen to return to school to tell people about it.  As this team had some Y5 girls they are already looking forward to the opportunity to take part again in Y6.
