Part A: Curriculum Music 
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.

	· Burnside Primary’s curriculum will continue to be informed by the Model Music Curriculum (March 2021), which is non-statutory guidance for teaching music from Key Stages 1 to 3. 
· In EYFS music is woven throughout the curriculum both in adult directed sessions as well as throughout the child-initiated provision. 
· All pupils in KS1 receive 1 hour of music teaching per week. This consists of a 45-minute lesson (delivered by the class teacher) and a 15-minute hymn practice (delivered by the music specialist). 
· All pupils in KS2 receive 39 hrs of music teaching over the course of the year. This is delivered by both the music specialists and the class teacher on a rota. 
· Charanga, which is a multi-award-winning music teaching and learning support platform, along with Sing Up are used to support non-specialists in delivering high quality music. 
· Class lessons take place in our dedicated music room which is well stocked with a variety instruments including tuned and untuned percussion, a drum kit, piano, keyboards, recorders as well as a range of world percussion such as Samba and Djembe drums.




Part B: Extra-curricular Music 
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music outside of lesson time,
including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music
beyond the core curriculum.


	Peripatetic music tuition: 
· One-to-one and small-group peripatetic weekly tuition sessions are offered to children in Year 2-Year 6. This is delivered by MPN and MWMUSIC
· Instrument options available this year are keyboard, drums, violin and guitar. 
· Graded exams are available in violin, drums and guitar. Bronze, Silver, Gold and Platinum levels mark progress in Keyboard.


Music clubs and ensemble groups: 
· Choir club is offered to all children from Year 2 – Year 6 delivered by our lead specialist teacher.
· Once children reach the standard of Grade 1 they are offered the opportunity to take part in MPN ensemble groups such as Stepping Stones and The Frets.


Performance/practice spaces:
· Children have the opportunity to perform and practice in the music room, the stage in the main hall and the outdoor classroom during breaktimes.


Singing Leaders:
· Upper KS2 members of the choir are selected each year to be singing leaders. 
· With support from the music specialist, the singing leaders encourage younger children to sing and to play singing games during breaktimes.


Funding: 
· Each summer term our choir work with The Glasshouse, Gateshead to attend the Big Sing, an inspirational concert at The Glasshouse. This is funded by the school.
· Weekly peripatetic tuition, choir club sessions and MPN ensemble groups are funded by parents. Children who are entitled to pupil premium may use their allocated provision to access extra-curricular music opportunities. 
· Each Christmas key stage one and two children have the opportunity to watch a visiting pantomime performance. This is funded by the school.











Part C: Musical Experience
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts, shows and trips to professional concerts.



	Singing: 
· Singing is used on a daily basis across the curriculum to support learning. For example, phonics and times tables songs and songs to support cross curriculum themes. 
· Whole school singing is twice weekly, each Tuesday for hymn practice and each Friday in assembly. 
· Singing at playtimes led by singing leaders.
· Songs and singing games during the Year 5 residential visit.
· Singing in special class assemblies and concerts as detailed below.
· Burnside Primary School is a Gold Sing Up school – an award which recognises our dedication and commitment to high quality singing opportunities.


Musical performances, concerts and shows: 
· Each half term culminates in a year group assembly performance, for example Year 3’s harvest festival in October, Year 6 leavers assembly in July
· Both Nursery and Y1 / Reception perform their annual nativities in December
· Y2-Y6 perform in the annual Christmas Concert in December
· Choir visit the local care home to perform Christmas Carols in December.
· Burnsides Got Talent annual competition in July.
· Y5/6 musicians and choir members perform in the annual pyramid concert at the Cramlington Learning Village in June.
· Choir perform in the annual Big Sing concert at The Glass House International in July accompanied by a live professional band.
· Choir perform each term in whole school assemblies.
· Instrumentalists perform regularly in whole school assemblies and visit classrooms to perform at the end of each term.
· Y5 take part in the annual schools skipping competition which is choreographed to music.
· A professional pantomime performs in school to KS1 and KS2 each December. 
· Professional peripatetic musicians perform in whole school assemblies throughout the year.















In the Future
This is about what the school is planning for the subsequent years:


	One hour of high-quality music per week 

· Timings to remain the same for the half termly specialist delivery of class lessons. However, include 15 minutes of weekly singing in KS2 classrooms to hit the one-hour average per week over the year. Embed from September 24. 

Access to instruments in EYFS

· Provide easier access to and a wider range of untuned and tuned percussion for child-initiated music in EYFS such as a music wall.

Opportunities to enjoy a live performance at least once a year. 

· Music lead to explore other musical professionals coming into school to perform and visits to music concerts.
