	Children will sing the song ‘Slowly Walks My Grandad’ responding to the different tempos and keeping to the pulse.

Children will accompany the song combining three different steady beat patterns using untuned instruments and keeping a steady pulse.



	Children will rehearse Christmas carols and songs following the melody shape as indicated by the conductor’s hand signals.

Children will sing Christmas songs and carols with control of pitch and breathing at the end of a phrase.

Children will perform Christmas songs and carols to parents in the Christmas concert.as a large ensemble.

	Children will sing ‘Hands, Feet and Heart’ with control of pitch adding steady beat movements to the rap verse.

Children will play simple rhythmic patterns on djembe drums keeping a steady pulse.

Children will play simple 3 note melodies on chime bars using 2 beaters correctly.

Children will perform tuned accompaniments to the song following lettered notations.
	Children will rehearse, perform and record a ‘Map of Myths.’





	Children will sing the song ‘I Wanna Play in a Band’ with accurate pitch and breathing.
at the end of a phrase.

Children will perform melodic accompaniments following pitch shape of letter named notations, 








	Children will work in groups to perform their favourite KS1 song including actions, steady beat and rhythm accompaniments.
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	Children will use spoken phrases to compose ostinato patterns discussing the link between syllables and word rhythm.

Children will perform rhythm patterns from picture notation.
	Children will explore song structure and make decisions re arrangements – Who will sing the verse? Add actions?

Using a winter picture as a stimulus, children will create a winter sound scape selecting sounds which create an effect.

Children will create graphic symbols to represent and record their soundscape.

	Children will improvise question and answer responses using voices and instruments. 


Children will use IT to create looped patterns making connections between notations and musical sounds.

	Children will first explore vocal sounds then instrumental sounds to accompany the monsters, giants, knights and heroes’ myths.

Children will explore water sounds and recap winter sounds.
	Children will improvise rhythmic accompaniments. 

Children will compose melodic phrases to accompany the song using IT to record ideas.

Children will arrange a class performance considering the song structure.

	Children will work together to compose and record simple melodic and rhythmic patterns using ‘First Composer’ and ‘Rhythm Grid’ consolidating KS1 music theory and understanding of musical elements.
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	Children will listen and move to Vaughn Williams’ ‘March Past of the Utensils’ identifying beat and rhythm.


Children will watch orchestral performance of the piece discussing how the music makes them feel and identifying the conductor, common orchestral instruments and families of instruments.
	Children will recognise steps and leaps in the Christmas songs following conductors hand signals for pitch movement.

Children will practice together and suggest improvements.

Children will actively listen to and compare ‘Sinfonia Antarctica’ by Vaughan Williams with
Vivaldi’s’ ‘Winter,’ using key vocabulary and expressing likes / dislikes.


	Children will actively listen to songs which celebrate South African music, and discuss using key vocabulary, 

Children will suggest how to improve their work.

	Children will listen to each myth noticing the contrasting sections in each piece.

Children will identify water inspired instrumental sounds in music

Children will practice together and suggest improvements.

	Children will listen and respond through movement to a variety of iconic Rock songs.

Children will recognize and identify stylistic features of Rock and use key vocabulary to discuss.

Children will suggest how to improve their own work.

	Children will revisit KS1 listening material. Children will discuss the music history timeline, the development of instruments and the orchestra, placing the musical excerpts in historical context e.g. Great Fire of London 1666 (Y2 history) - Baroque era, Moon Landing (Y1 History) - 20th Century Classical and pop.

Children will suggest how to improve their own work.

	Children will sing additional songs and listen to further excerpts from a variety of genres to support ongoing music skills (e.g. starter / plenary activities) as well as cross curricular links, year group assemblies, special school events and occasions, international themes, current pop trends as well as songs and music for pleasure.
