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	Children will perform ‘Pass the clap’ game keeping to the pulse.

Children will perform a waltz as an ensemble group playing clear notes and maintaining their part.

Children will perform the rhythms of Russian Dance from notations in time to the steady pulse following conductor hand signals for 4/4 and ¾ metre.

	Children will sing Christmas carols and songs in tune, with expression and control of breathing.

Children will perform songs following conductor hand signals.

Children will perform to parents in the School Christmas Concert maintaining their own part.

Children will perform ostinato accompaniments. with sense of rhythm
	Children will sing the song Mamma Mia in tune, with expression and control of breathing. 

Children will add instrumental accompaniment playing clear notes.




	Children will sing the partner songs ‘Old McDonald had a Glock’ and ‘What you Got Cooking in the Pot?’ with control of pitch, breathing and with expression maintaining their own part.

Children will perform drone and ostinato accompaniments to the song playing clear notes.



	Children will perform the opening phrase of Superman using C, G and C’ from memory playing clear notes.


Children will perform their group / partner compositions using more than one instrument.
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	Children will create repeating patterns using 2, 3, 4 or 5 metre in the game ‘Pass the Clap.’

Children will create um-pah pah patterns on untuned and tuned instruments. 

Children will create an ABA rhythmic dance.

Children will record rhythmic ostinato patterns using note values of minim, crotchet, quavers and crotchet rest.

	Children will make decisions re arrangements of songs e.g. who will sing verse / chorus? Solo’s?

Children will follow pitch movement of song melodies on a music score identifying steps, leaps and repeating notes.  


	Children will perform accompaniments from letter names with awareness of pitch movement on the stave.

Children will use IT to compose simple melodic phrases using 3 notes, with awareness of repetition and contrast and play along with the backing track. 

	Children will improvise short melodic patterns using the pentatonic scale CDEGA.

Children will work with a partner to create a pentatonic call and response piece using 2 tuned instruments. They will look explore contrast and variations e.g. octave higher, invert melody, change tempo, dynamics.

Children will create drone and ostinato accompaniments for the song using notes from the pentatonic scale.


	Children will create their own repeating rhythmic patterns (ostinato) to accompany pop songs. 

Children will work in groups to compose a musical theme for a superhero using and combining musical elements to create an intended effect e.g. add a crescendo to their piece maintaining a steady tempo.

Children will use a variety of notations including standard rhythmic notation to record their ideas. 
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	Children will watch the orchestral performance of Tchaikovsky’s Waltz of the Flowers and Russian Dance (Trepak) and discuss what they can see and hear expressing likes / dislikes using key vocabulary.

Children will respond with dance movements to the rhythms in Trepak.

Children will listen to a variety of music and identify metre by counting bars and responding with appropriate conductor hand signals for 2/4, ¾ and 4/4 metre.

Children will use key musical vocabulary to describe what they like and dislike about the music.

	Children will discuss the structure of songs identifying repetition and contrasts.

Children will practice together and suggest improvements.

Children will listen to different versions of Benjamin Britten’s ‘A New Carol’ identifying how variations can change the effect.  (Charanga)

Children will listen to Salzburg’s Children’s Choir singing ‘We Three Kings’ identifying how tempo provides contrast within a piece.
	Children will actively listen and appraise Abba songs and the historical context of the music.


Children will suggest improvements for their performance and act upon them evaluating the outcome. 

	Children will listen to Gamelan music and discuss using key music vocabulary

Children will evaluate their composition and performance suggesting improvements and explaining how it has improved.

	Children will listen to hero inspired pop songs (Bowie / Foo Fighters / Black Lace) discussing stylistic features, instruments, structure and expressing likes and dislikes using key vocabulary. 

Children will watch an orchestral performance of John Williams ‘Jaws’ and discuss instrumentation and whether a change is gradual or sudden.

Children will listen to John Williams ‘Superman’ and identify repetition, structure and contrast.
