History of Music
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	Children will sing the song ‘Nanuma’ from memory as a 3 part round identifying how the parts fit together.

Children will work out the melody notes for a given phrase by ear on a pitched instrument 

Children will perform syncopated rhythms playing djembe drums with technique.
	Children will sing Christmas carols and songs in parts, rounds and harmony by ear maintaining their own part 

Children will sing with meaning and expression and breathe in the correct place.

Children will perform to parents in the School Christmas Concert maintaining their own part.



	Children will perform Mussorgsky’s motifs from ‘ear’ and from standard melodic notations.

Children will sing the song ‘Ghosts’ with control of breathing and expression.


	Children will sing ‘Three Little Birds’ with control of breathing and with expression.

Children will perform the off-beat ‘skank’ reggae pattern understanding the relationship between pulse and syncopation. 

Children will perform the bass hook from standard notation.

Children will perform triads C and F from standard notation.
	Children will play Pachebel’s Canon from Baroque era performing from notations and maintaining their own part

Children will perform using the basic structural form of a ‘canon.’
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	Children will explore the major scale and combinations of pitch using the terms relaxed, comfortable, tense, tight, harmony.

Children will use the notations from the song to record groups of pitches (chords).

Children will work in groups to create their own homophonic piece using patterns of repetition and contrast to give structure.

Children will create a group call and response rhythmic pattern.

Children will improvise rhythmic phrases.
	Children will identify structure of songs e.g. middle eight in Christmas pop songs.

Children will arrange the songs and carols.

Children will follow the melody of songs on a stave noticing the pitch changes

	Children will compose a group motif to meet a set of criteria, including the use of accelerando. 

Children will organize their motifs to structure a complete piece. 

Children will use a diary to record aspects of the composition process.
	Children will improvise short rhythmic phrases over the skank pattern.

Children will create a repeating melodic phrase (melodic ostinato) to accompany the song.

	Children will use the G & D drone and the Dorian Scale to create a Medieval sounding piece of music choosing appropriate tempo

Children will change the timbre and organise the parts to Pachabel’s Canon to change the effect.
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	Children will listen to African song ‘Nanuma’ and discuss the homophonic style typical in African music

Children will listen to ‘Can’t Feel My Face’ by The Weekend identifying the use of harmony.

Children will explain why they think their music is successful or unsuccessful
	Children will rehearse together and evaluate recordings of their work discussing what is successful / unsuccessful and suggesting improvements.

Children will listen to ‘Sussex Carol’ and discuss using music vocabulary. They will compare and contrast with a modern version noting how tempo changes the character, and express preferences.

Children will listen to ‘Christmas of the Birds’ and discuss timbre, texture, harmony and historical context. 
	Children will listen to and watch an orchestral performance of   Mussorgsky ‘Night on the Bare Mountain’ identifying contrasts, repetition and variations.

Children will discuss the effect of silence in the song and identify where gradual change in dynamics has helped to shape phrases.

	Children will listen to other iconic Bob Marley songs identifying stylistic features, comparing and contrasting and expressing preferences.

Children will know Reggae’s Jamaican origins and its link to Rastafarians.

Children will discuss Bob Marley’s contribution to Reggae and his influence on western pop.


	Children will discuss music using key vocabulary, making comparisons, expressing preferences and placing on a historical timeline:
Music For Compline (traditional) (Early Music)
My Ladye Nevels Grownde by William Byrd (Renaissance
Dido And Aeneas by Purcell (Baroque)
Moonlight Sonata by Beethoven - Romantic period.
Rhapsody In Blue by George Gershwin - 20th Cent.music.

Children will make links between music and society e.g. Renaissance period and artists Da Vinci and Michelangelo
