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	Children will sing ‘Junkanoo’ in a round maintaining own part and singing with control.

Children will provide rhythmic support to the song.

Children will perform the Samba piece from memory knowing how the different rhythmic parts fit together.
	Children will perform Christmas carols and songs to parents from memory and with confidence.

Children will sing in parts, rounds and in harmony with control of pitch, breathing, with clear diction and with meaning and expression 

Children will take on solo parts.

Children will take on the role as conductor leading songs during rehearsals.
	Children will sing the spiritual partner songs ‘Wade in the Water and ‘Sometimes I Feel Like a Motherless Child’ from memory and with confidence and accuracy. 

Children will lead their group performance of a Blues song and take on a solo part.

Children will perform their compositions from notations.

Children will perform their Blues song with chords, rhythm, bass line and melodic improvisation knowing how the parts will fit together. 
	Children will perform the opening theme from Grieg’s ‘In the Hall of the Mountain King’ on tuned instruments from notation.








	Children will sing the song ‘Stand by Me’ acapella style with vocal ostinato bass line, harmonies and sustained notes. 

Children lead their own group performance of the song and take solo parts.

Children will play the riff for ’Stand by Me’ from standard staff notation.
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	Children will combine ¾ beats and 4/4 beats to produce a polyrhythmic piece. 

Children will arrange a class Samba piece in rondo form, layering the syncopated rhythms 

Children will create an intro and ending.
	Children will rehearse with others suggesting how to arrange songs, 

	Children will explore how pitch can be used to build chords I, IV, V and baselines in the key of C major. 
	
Children will explore the C major scale, blues scale and chromatic pitches. They will use the blues scale to improvise short melodic solo phrases. 

Children will work in groups to compose a Blues song combining the musical devices of melody, rhythm, bass line, 12Bar Blues chord sequence and improvisation.

Children will explore and use different forms of notation i.e. chords / baseline/ melodic phrases in 12Bar Blues and select appropriate forms of notation to record their composition.

Children will discuss how a small change in tempo can make their song more effective.

	Children will work in groups to create their own musical motifs and structure them into a piece. 

Children will explore how to change sounds or organise them differently to change the effect.

Children will record their ideas using appropriate notations. 


	Children will arrange their own group performance of the song exploring solo parts, backing vocals, harmonies, instrumentation and rhythmic support.
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	Children will listen to Brazilian Samba analysing stylistic features incl instrumentation, rhythms, structure, feelings evoked.

Children will discuss how the venue, purpose and occasion affects the way Samba music is created. 

Children will appraise their composition refining and improving their work.

Children will watch an orchestral performance of Bernstein’s Latin American ‘Mambo’ and analyse features using key vocabulary.
	Children will evaluate recordings of their Christmas dress rehearsal, refining and improving their work.

Children will listen to Gregorian plainchant analysing features and discussing the historical context.

Children will listen and analyse different arrangements of popular Christmas songs and discuss preferences.
	Children will listen and discuss music from 1920’s to the present day focussing on how styles and instruments have evolved and changed and the impact of iconic musicians.

Children will discuss the social, cultural and historical context of Blues music and how venue, occasion and purpose affect the way music is created. 

Children will discuss the importance of Blues in the evolution of pop e.g. Rock n Roll, Rhythm and Blues. 

Children will listen to the music of Bessie Smith, BB King and John Lee Hooker and analyse the stylistic features incl. mood, structure, lyrics, 12 bar chord pattern and improvisation.

Children will appraise their Blues song incl introduction and ending.
	Children will listen to and watch an orchestral performance of ‘In the Hall of the Mountain King’ analysing features.

Children will reflect on the music responding through art. 

Children will evaluate their own and others work, explaining why they think it is successful / unsuccessful and suggesting improvements  

	Children will complete an A-Z sheet whilst listening to Ben E Kings’ ‘Stand by Me.'

Children will evaluate their own and others work incl. introductions, interludes and endings.

Children will identify the riff in iconic pop songs.



	Children will sing additional songs and listen to further excerpts from a variety of genres to support ongoing music skills (e.g. starter / plenary activities) as well as cross curricular links, year group assemblies, special school events and occasions, international themes, current pop trends as well as songs / music for pleasure.
